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	Context: 

One of the goals for the time that you spend in your school years is to prepare yourself to work in some career or occupational area. You will want to earn enough money to support the lifestyle or way in which you want to live. Whatever lifestyle that you desire, whether it be one with expensive boats, houses, cars and lots of travel or a laid back lifestyle with just a few possessions, you will still have to earn enough money to support yourself and your dreams and maybe even some others, like a family.

2. What will the working conditions be?  Will you be working regular hours from eight to five o’clock or will you be working shifts or always on call?

3.   What type of earnings can you expect to be paid in the career that you have chosen, how much per month, per hour?  How many openings are there expected to be in the years to come?

4. What level of education or training is necessary for entry level into this occupation? How and where will you be able to obtain the education and/or training for your chosen career?

5. What courses will you have to take in high school before you can begin college or enter a training program for your career?

6. Assuming everything goes well, what month and year will you graduate from high school?

7. How long will it take to complete your training or education for your career?

8. Once you have obtained the education and/or training for your career that you have chosen how will you go about getting an actual job or entering your job?

9. What are some of the related jobs? 

10. Are there any health and accident hazards for your chosen career?

11. List at least two other resources related to you chosen occupation, such as web sites.

12. Now that you have all the information about the career of your choice. Do you still want to                           pursue this career? Why or why not. Write a short paragraph and explain.
